This judgment takes place in spiritual world

Judgment on church, end of an age.

Christ’s first coming

Scribes, Pharisees, Lawyers, priests

not just individuals, but church as a whole

Noah’s Flood, Tower of Babel, Captivity of Israel

The last judment on the church is primarily a spiritual event

hell attacking heaven, being cast out

spiritual forces of evil in heavenly places Eph 1:6

hour of power of darkenss

Satan fall from heaven (no one in this world but Jesus witnessed this)

Spirits possessing people were cast out.

Matt 8:298 have You come here to torment us before the time.  2 Pet 2:4, Jude 6

Great Dragon in heaven, cast out. War in heaven.

Kingdom of heaven taken by force

The son of man shall send forth his angels, and they shall gather out of his kingdom all things that offend,..So shall it be at the end of the world: the angels shall come forth and sever the wicked from among the just...

But of that day and that hour knows no one, not not the angels which are in heaven, neither the Son, but the Father. Mark 13:32

Raising up the oppressed in the spiritual world.

Work in hell.

Exalt them of low degree.

Establishing a heavenly kingdom

Remeber me when you come into your kingdom

The kingdom of heaven is at hand

Comes not with observation, Luke 17:20

You will see Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob and all the prophets in the kingdom of God, and you yourselves thrust out.  Luke 13:24

The Great Mistake is to think in worldly terms.

Many Christians will be mistaken about the judgment

Matt 7:22 Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in Your name?...depart from me, you who work iniquity.

Judgment takes place by a revelation of truth.

He shall judge the world with righteousness, and the people with His truth. Psalm 98:9

The Father judges no one, but has committed all judgment to the son. John 5:22

The Word that I have spoken, the same shall judgem him in the last day.

We are judged according to the way we live.

Ezek 18:20-28.

God spared not the angels that sinned, but cast them down to hell, and delivered them into chains of darkenss to be reserved unto judgment;  2 Peter 2:4

The Lord knows how to...reserve the unjust unto the day of judgment to be punished. 2 Pet 2:9

Revelation 11:18 the time of the dead, that they should be judged.

Revelation 20:13 and the And I say the dead, small and great, stand before God, and the books were opened; and another book was opened, whichi sthe book of life: and the dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books, according to their works.  And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works.

In the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried, saying, If any man thirst, let him come unto me, and drink.

He that rejecteth me, and receiveth not my words, hath one that judgeth him: the word that I have spoken, the same shall judge him in the last day.

Who are kept by the power of God through faith unto salvation ready to be revealed in the last time.

1 John 2.18

Little children, it is the last time: and as ye have heard that antichrist shall come, even now are there many antichrists; whereby we know that it is the last time.

How that they told you there should be mockers in the last time, who should walk after their own ungodly lusts.

Exodus 12.12

For I will pass through the land of Egypt this night, and will smite all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgment: I am the LORD.

2 Chronicles 22.8

  8. And it came to pass, that, when Jehu was executing judgment upon the house of Ahab, and found the princes of Judah, and the sons of the brethren of Ahaziah, that ministered to Ahaziah, he slew them.

2 Chronicles 24.24

For the army of the Syrians came with a small company of men, and the LORD delivered a very great host into their hand, because they had forsaken the LORD God of their fathers.  So they executed judgment against Joash.

Thou didst cause judgment to be heard from heaven; the earth feared, and was still, When God arose to judgment, to save all the meek of the earth. Selah.

Daniel 7.22

Until the Ancient of days came, and judgment was given to the saints of the most High; and the time came that the saints possessed the kingdom.
